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Sponsored by the Ministry of Information Industry of the People's Republic of China (MII) and China 

Council for the Promotion of International Trade (CCPIT), and organized by China National Postal and 

Telecommunications Appliances Corporation (PTAC) and China International Exhibition Center Group 

Corporation (CIEC), PT/EXPO COMM CHINA 2007 was successfully held at the China International 

Exhibition Center in Beijing, China from October 23-27, 2007. The six Chinese telecommunications 

carriers: China Telecommunications Corporation, China Network Communications Group Corporation, 

China Mobile Communications Corporation, China United Telecommunications Corporation, China 

Satellite Communications Corporation, and China TieTong Telecommunications Corporation all joined 

as the co-organizers; with E.J. Krause & Associates, Inc. who was the overseas organizer. 
 

1. Overview of PT/EXPO COMM CHINA 2007  

 

A. Exhibition 

 

PT/EXPO COMM CHINA 2007 is the largest international telecommunications exhibition held in Asia 

as well as in the world.  Over 550 exhibitors from 19 countries representing the leading global telecom 

carriers, telecom/IT equipment suppliers, system integrators, terminal manufacturers, internet service 

providers, telecom press, and distributors participated in the event with 50,000 square meters of exhibit 

space and products covering all the telecom and IT sectors.  

 

B. Technical Seminars 

 

PT/EXPO COMM CHINA 2007 appealed to people not only with its leading edge technology and 

products, but also with its unique specialized forums, industry summits, and technical seminars.  Two 

high level summits were held during the exhibition: Mobile Terminal Summit was held on Oct 23 in the 

Great Wall Sheraton Hotel and the ICT China Forum 2007 was successfully held from Oct 24-25, 2007 in 

the Beijing Radisson SAS Hotel. In addition, China Communication Industry Newspaper conducted its 

“2007 China Wireless Value Added Service Workshop” at the show．“Innovations from Israel” was held 

by the Israeli Embassy, along with many other technical seminars held by international companies 

concurrently with the exhibition and achieving a positive effect. In total, 21 sessions of technical 

seminars were organized with participation of over 1,800 attendees.  



 

C. Audience promotion and VIP visit 

 

★ On the evening of October 25,  Mr.Hu Qili former Vice Chairman  of Chinese People's Political 

Consultative Conference, Mr. Wang Xudong Minister and Mr. Jiang Yaoping Vice Minister of 

Information Industry together with 20 leading persons from various ministries and state administrations, 

and officials of the Ministry of Information Industry paid special visit to PT/EXPO COMM CHINA 

2007.  

During the visit, the state leaders fully acknowledged the significant contributions made by the Chinese 

telecommunications industry toward promotion of information technology and development of the 

expanding Chinese society. 

★  Approximately 190,000 attendees visited PT/EXPO COMM CHINA 2007, most of them were 

professional visitors from IT/telecom sectors.  This event became the head-line subject in many media 

channels and was under the spotlight in society during the last week of October and beginning of 

November. 

 

D. Opening Ceremony and Opening Reception 

 

★  The Opening Ceremony and reception was held at 18:30 p.m. in the Great Wall Sheraton Hotel 

on October 22, 2007. Information Industry Vice Minister XI Guohua; Vice Chairman of China Council 

for the Promotion of International Trade, Mr. YU Ping; E.J. Krause & Associates CEO Mr. Ned Krause, 

along with officials from embassies of participating countries, leaders of show organizers, and 550 

exhibiting representatives, were all in attendance.  Under the magnificent and jubilant atmosphere, Vice 

Minister XI Guohua delivered the opening speech and declared the opening of PT/EXPO COMM 

CHINA 2007. 

      

E. Press Publicity 

 

With strong support from the Office of Information, MII, the publicity work has achieved significant 

success with over 100 newspapers, magazines, radio and TV Stations, along with website media 

providing thorough, complete and comprehensive coverage of this telecom show event. 

 



★ People’s Post and Telecommunications News organized a special reporting team to provide full 

coverage of this telecom event from professional perspectives. Its subordinate periodical 

“Communications World” in collaboration with the show organizers published the “Daily Show 

News” during the exhibition period. Another telecom newspaper, ”Communication Industry 

News” working with the show organizers, worked out the “Exhibition News” during the time of 

exhibition.  Both traced the development of show events day to day reporting on the positive and 

satisfactory feedback from exhibitors and visitors. 

 

★  The leading Chinese gateway website Sohu.com not only participated in the show, but also 

conducted a one month long campaign to report on the event through all their resources including 

news channel and IT channel. In addition, they initiated unique popular cyber programs, such as 

“CEO On-line”, “On-line Interview”. 

 

★  The main channels of both China Central TV and Beijing TV, including CCTV 1,  CCTV 2, 

CCTV 4, and CCTV 9 have made special programs of PT/EXPO COMM CHINA 2007 and 

broadcasted them in their prime times.  

 

2. New Approaches Adopted in Organizing the Exhibition 

 

A. The organizers arranged the exhibitors in product sectors on the floor plan. The adoption of the 

product sectors facilitated both the exhibitors’ recruitment and attendees’ visit. The product  

sectors for display included: Carriers/Operators; System Integrators; Telecom and Computing 

Hardware; ICP/ISP; Testing/Measuring Equipment; Radio Frequency Zone and Telecom 

Press/Media. 

 

B. On-line pre-registration was conducted.  Approximately 10,000 people did their pre-registration 

prior to the opening of the exhibition. The advanced access control system recently adopted by 

CIEC enabled the organizer to collect the visitor data before their entry.  For this event, over 90% 

of attendees were able to register, allowing the show to accumulate a complete data collection of 

its visitors. After break down and analysis, there will be a rather valuable database for audience 

promotion in future events.

3.   The Highlights of PT/EXPO COMM CHINA 2007 

 

A.   Large Scale and Powerful Participation of the World Leading Telecom Enterprises 

All 6 of the largest Chinese telecommunications carriers were present at this event, which also witnessed 

the predominant Chinese and global telecom equipment manufacturers displaying a variety of the 

world’s latest telecommunications products. In addition, Intel and Microsoft, two major IT innovators, 

participated; TD-SCDMA INDUSTRY ALLIANCE made their debut; SOHU.COM joined force with 

other mass media in reporting and promoting the show; all together making PT/EXPO COMM CHINA 

one of the most authoritative and representative international telecom events, appealing to exhibitors and 

visitors throughout the world.  

 

B.  Abundant Display of Advanced Technology 

PT/EXPO COMM CHINA 2007 gathered a comprehensive profile of exhibits ranging from equipment 

and technology to numerous types of services applied in telecommunications. They included: telecom 

operation service, telecom transmission technology and systems, telecom terminal products and 

equipment, computer hardware and software, data communications and networking technology and 

products, internet services and contents provision, postal technology and equipment, office automation, 

IT and digital products for consumers, terminal accessories, power suppliers, testing and measuring 

instrument, clean and air-conditioning room facilities and more. 

 

Among them, the products and technology of 3G and Wimax, Broadband Access, Multimedia Data 

Communications, Ipv6, Optical Communications, Communications Terminal Networking, Intelligent 

Networking, Value-added Telecom Services, Telecom Supporting System, and Fashionable 

Multifunctional Telecom Terminal Products were under the spotlight at this show.  

 

The major equipment manufacturers such as Ericsson, Huawei, ZTE, Siemens, Motorola, Nokia, 

Alcatel-Lucent, Samsung, SK Telecom, LG, Da Tang, Hitachi, Fujitsu, and NEC. demonstrated their 

latest products of 3G solutions, 3G base station, networking systems, IPv4/IPv6, IPv6 10G router, 

GSM/PHS dual mode mobile phone, and GSM/CDMA dual mode mobile phone, which received an 

active response from visitors and the media.
